We also build up co-operation with various partners and support self-help projects 

in Greece.

•  supports refugee relief work in Greece, above all by the projects "Volunteers for 

Lesvos“ and „Volunteers for Model Hostel WELcommon“, a home for 250 

refugees in the center of Athens; 

 

• works towards the establishment of a city partnership "from below" between 

Berlin and Athens, with a present focus on "refugee support" and "energy 

saving in schools", and campaigns for an official city partnership; 

 

• has helped to set up the campaign "SoliOli", direct marketing of farming products 

from Greek cooperatives, and promotes other self-help projects such as
